AGENDA REVIEW/MINUTES
W. Lohe moved to approve the minutes from 7/19/16. G. Fenton seconded. All in favor.

ABBREVIATED NOTICE OF RESOURCE AREA DELINEATION SUBMITTED BY DAVID COWELL,
HANCOCK ASSOCIATES, ON BEHALF OF THE SARGENT ROAD TRUST, SEEKING
CONFIRMATION AND ESTABLISHMENT OF WETLAND RESOURCE AREA BOUNDARIES ALONG
THE SARGENT POND CONSERVATION RESERVATION

T. Brady stated that he received notice from the wetland scientist for the project, David Cowell of
Hancock Associates, that there was a mishap with abutter notifications. The original mailing that
went out did not include the 2 adjacent properties which it legally should have. The applicant asked
that the hearing not be opened until the October 4" meeting.

MUDDY RIVER UPDATE
e T Brady said that the 60% design packet for Phase |l of the project should be submitted
soon.

STAFF UPDATE

e Request to extend Order of Resource Area Delineation for DEP #120-140 by the City of
Boston, Parks and Recreation Department
Kagen Weeks, Project Coordinator, explained that Phase | of the project is still ongoing, a
final inspection by the Army Corps. has not been completed. Therefore, they are filing an
extension of the Order of Resource Area Delineation. T. Brady recommended the

Commission approve their request for a 3 year extension.
D. Myers moved to extend the Order of Resource Area Delineation for the Muddy River

Restoration Project. M. Garvey seconded. All in favor.

e T Brady and M. Quigley met with Jay Hersey and consultants from CDM to discuss the back
landfill design work. M. Quigley said it was very proactive for them to reach out in advance
to discuss changes in the design of the back landfill. The proposed modifications are



different than what was proposed in the past such as stormwater facility improvements to
create a more natural facility. M. Quigley said he suggested they look at the facilities at Soule
for examples of more natural, less engineered looks. He added that the Forestry's nursey
will be built into the plan. They are hoping to present the project to the Commission in
October.

T. Brady will meet with Economic Development and Building on Friday about wetlands at
the Baker School site.

T. Brady gave a quick update on street trees and the drought.

T. Brady presented the Commission with a draft goose management plan. His next step is to
create a policy statement in hopes it becomes adopted by the Board of Selectmen, Park and
Recreation Commission and Conservation Commission. He explained that since his time
here, the Division has always tried to find a middle ground for managing this resource
humanely. The Commission was interested in more specific numbers in regards to
population of Canada Geese in Town.

M. Garvey moved to adjourn. D. Myers seconded. All in favor.
