[bookmark: _GoBack]The Brookline Select Board will hold a public hearing on the evening of January 7, 2020 in the Select Board’s Hearing Room on the 6th floor of Town Hall to review an application for site approval that was submitted by 209 Harvard Development LLC to the Massachusetts Housing Partnership (MHP) in accordance with MGL Chapter 40B.  The Applicant is proposing to construct a residential building on the parking lot to the rear of the medical office building at 209 Harvard Street.  The existing building will remain, and the new building will provide 44 housing units of which 11 will be subsidized.  The Select Board will hear a preliminary project presentation from the applicant followed by public comment on the matter. 
No application to the Town has been submitted at this time.  The purpose of this hearing is to provide the Select Board with an opportunity to hear from the public so that the Board may submit its formal comments to MHP as part of the State’s review process.  If MHP issues a Project Eligibility Letter for the project, 209 Harvard Development LLC will be in a position to apply to the Town’s Zoning Board of Appeals for a Comprehensive Permit under MGL Chapter 40B, which allows a developer to bypass the Town’s Zoning By-law in exchange for providing subsidized housing.
