Constructed on the site whatwereonce four individual housethe DurginGarage (1618 Pleasant Stréeivas designed

in 1926 by Harold Field Kelloggand according to a Brookline Chronicle Aske datedApril 29, 1926,costupwards of
$500,000 Kellogg, a 1906 Harvard graduate and attendee of the Ecole des BeawesidagedBrooklineds Longwood
Towers, as well athe Batterymarch Building and Hatch Shell in Bost@anstruction of thetructure on Pleasant Street
was completed in October 1926, and the garage was operated by Charles E, WBloghad previouslynanageda

a shore repair, a tire@ge, and an Atlantic and Pacific Tea Company Grocery.

During construction the Brookline Chronicle stat@igeixternally, thenew garage will present an unusually attractive
appearance, by far thmost ehborate suburban garage structure in New EngéaRtominently visible from Beacon
Street, theexteior featuresan ornate cast stone Netassicalfacade Above the Pleasant Street storefronts, the second
floor showcase$arge arcled multi pane windowborderedby two storypilasters on each corner of the Pleasant Street
facadedecorativgpediments are visible on each side and filled wsitlags and garland@he John Stredacadeconsists of

two story multi pane metal windows to allow maximum tighto the garagerhe west elevation, which faces a parking
lot, has broad horizontal metal windows with mudéine lights, framed inoncreteand brick.The least decorative of the
sides is the Waldo Street side, whadntainedhe entranceo thetwo storygarageandis faced with brick.

In order toaccommodatehe rapid irease of automobile ownershipthe early 28 century twenty four commercial
garages were constructed between 1988. The first two were constructed of brick, however the preferred material
large fire resistant constructi@witched to concrefeand the material become popular for garagesresidents were
concerned abowgarages being located close to residential neighborhoods, manygarfigesvere constructed close to
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commercial centers andaim thoroughfaresand were designed with architecturally distinguishe@rexts to minimize
neighborhood oppositionThe Durgin Garageés a successful example of h@apublic garageould be incorporateihto a
commercial distrids streetscape.

In 2007 the Durgin Garage was deemed individually eligible for listing on the National Register of Historic IRlaces.
2012, the Durgin Garage was named one of Massachugkttst Endangered Historic Resouradsy Preservation
Massachusetts.
