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Affordable Housing Defined (40B)

Units that count on the state’s Subsidized Housing
Inventory, must meet four criteria:

1. Affordability restriction

2. 80% Area Median Income (more about this next)
3. Affirmatively and Fairly Marketed
4

. Subsidizing Agency — through 40B
Comprehensive Permit or as a “Local Action
Unit”

Plan Approval and Certification

1. Plan must have both local and state approval

2. Then, if Town permits at least 131 SHI units in a
calendar year, the HPP can be certified by the
state

3. With a certified plan, the Board of Appeals has
more authority to deny comprehensive permits.
